 Matthew 26:39 - “My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from Me; nevertheless, 
not as I will, but as You will.”

4. Why didn’t the religious leaders believe in Jesus when they saw His miracles? What does this 

teach us about the human heart and about the nature of saving faith? 
5. Why does Jesus level six devastating charges agains the religious leaders? What is He trying to 

achieve or accomplish? What are some of the most shocking things that Jesus says to them? 
6. How should we understand and think about the Old Testament, as it relates to Jesus? 
7. What were the religious leaders seeking and craving? How are we tempted to do the same thing?
