“For in Him all the fullness of God was pleased to dwell, and through Him to reconcile to 
Himself all things, whether on earth or in heaven, making peace by the blood of His cross.” 

(Colossians 1:19-20) 

“…the Gospel of peace…” (Ephesians 6:15) 

John 20:20-23 -  

2) Jesus prepares, commissions, and empowers His disciples to ___________ His work!  

“But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you, and you will be My 
witnesses in Jerusalem and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth.” (Acts 1:8) 

Note: Jesus’ followers are sent out and empowered to proclaim peace and 
forgiveness of sins IN _________ NAME, grounded in HIS saving work! 

“For there is one God, and there is one mediator between God and men, 
the man Christ Jesus.” (1 Timothy 2:5)

3) Everything Jesus says to Thomas here is a _____________, calling him to resolute, 
active, living faith!  

Note: Jesus demonstrates perfect kindness, grace, and ______________ with Thomas.  

“Thomas answered Him, ‘My Lord and my God!’” (John 20:28)
